The primary site of practice, PeaceHealth Family Medicine of
Southwest Washington, is a community-based University of Washington School of
Medicine-affiliated medical residency program. Washington state scope of practice
allows pharmacists to become credentialed to bill for services and to practice under
collaborative drug therapy agreements, which allow pharmacists to practice at the
top of their license while exercising prescriptive authority for a wide range of disease
states with independent clinical decision making.
